3. How the area of the field dictates decision making

4. Principles of defense, including pressure, cover, and

balance, etc.

5. Principles of attack, including attacking with conviction,

pass and move, etc.

6. Incorporating playground games with the younger

players such as duck-duck goose, red light-green

light, freeze tag, etc.

7. Possession

8. Recognizing pressure and how to deal with it
